They provide affordable access to essential
medications for patients worldwide and their cost
reduction is significant, as generic medicines can be
priced 20% to 90% lower than their branded
equivalents, making them a vital component in
healthcare systems aiming to reduce
pharmaceutical expenditures.In India, government
has taken the initiativeby introducing the concept
of "Jan Aushadhi Pariyojana" which led to the
revolutionary change in enhancing the use of
generic medicines. The Pharmacy Council of India
took the initiative to enroll the pharmacists under
the scheme of "Pharmaceuticals & Medical Devices
Bureau of India (PMBI)" for opening of "Jan
Aushadhikendras" across India.
